INTRODUCTION

Sundargarh District is recognized as Industrial District in the map of Orissa. Still then more than 60% of the people earn their livelihood from agriculture & allied sector. Sundargarh District is coming under North Western Plateau Zone as per the Agro climatic zone of Orissa. 3Agril District like Sundargarh, Panposh, Banai and two ADAO circle like Lephripada & Rajgangpur are existing at present. Climate is hot & moist sub humid. Soil group is mixed red & yellow soil. Out of 3,13,000 Ha. cultivated land,52% is upland,30% is medium land and 18% is low land. As paddy is the main crop,75% of land is covered with paddy during Kharif. Due to limited irrigation facilities,24% land is irrigated during Kharif and 8% of land is irrigated during Rabi. Normal rainfall of the District is 1422.4mm,but there is deviation in receipt of rainfall pattern which is influencing crop product.

In each project there is 50% subsidy subjected to limit of Rs.5000/- incase of Borewell & Dugwell Rs.40,000/- incase of River lift. Objective is to create 38 % irrigation potential at block level.

4. Support to State Extension programme for Extension Reform ( ATMA):

Under above centrally sponsored planned scheme, farmers oriented activities like Village level Training,Demonstrtation,F.F.S,Exposure visit,Capscity Building ofg Group etc.with participation of NGO (II) Farm information Dissemination leaflet, ATMA Samachar,exhibition etc. (iii) R.E.F. linkage,Farmers-Scientist Interation and short term research etc.(iv) Admn. Expenses for running of FIAC & ATMA funds are being utilized.Objective is to facilitate bottam up planning,convergence of funds in gap filling mode, group approach in extension, formation of Farmers interest group,providing marketing information etc.

5. NFSM-Rice:

a. Under demonstration IPP,SRI Hybrid paddy demonstration and FFS will be conducted in 17 blocks.Critical inputs will be supplied to farmers through Deptt. & OAIC.

b. Minikits of promising variety of 3270 no will be supplied to the rice growers for popularization & multiplication of variety.

c. Pumpset @ 56 per Block will supplied to each block.

d. Other inputs like sprayer,micronutrents etc. will be supplied to each block of the Dist.at 50% subsidy.

Objective is to enhance production & productivity of rice through area expension & restore the soil fertility at individual farm level, creation of employment opportunites etc.

6. RKVY:

Under this centrally sponsored plan scheme vermin hatchary units & vermin compost small units, construction of FIAC building & supply of PMS is continuing . It is launched from 2007-08 under centrally sponsored planned scheme.C-DAP is prepared involving all to the stake holders in order to bring all round development in Agril. sector.

7. ISOPOM :

To increase area production & productivity of oilseed  IPM demonstration on (FFs)minimits & Block demonstration will be taken up  in farmers field. 

8. Jute Technology Mission(Mini Mission-II):

Under centrally sponsored planned scheme, it is  taken up in Sundargarh Agril.District.

9. Collection of Soil Sample:

To know the available nutrient in soil and to apply balanced dose of fertilizer to a crop,soil sample is collected from the farmers’ field at nominal price and after analysis soil health card is issued to the farmers.

To popularize IPM concept and to reduce the application of chemicals,egg parasite are supplied to farmers at nominal cost to manage stemborer in paddy. The egg parasite and pupal parasites are reared in the District Bio-Control Laboratory,Sundargarh.
