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HORTICULTURAL ACTIVITIES IN SUNDARGARH DISTRICT
Background Information
Sundargarh district comes under the zone North – Western Plateau and is situated in the northern part of the state. The total geographical area is 9.9712 lakh ha. Out of which 3.36 lakh ha.comes under cultivation. It experiences the mean maximum temperature of 49oCand mean minimum temperature of 15oC with annual precipitation of 1600 mm. The relative humidity is 95% max.and 41% min. Most of its soils come under the groups red & yellow with light texture.

Status of Horticulture in Sundargarh
The high land constitutes 1.86 lakh ha.which is more than half of the total cultivated land with a limited irrigation potential available. Sundargarh district has its special importance from the point of Horticultural activities. Horticulture crops are currently grown over an area of 49758 ha.consisting of 14653 ha.under fruits, 28428 ha. under vegetables, 6655 ha.under spices and condiments and 22 ha.under flowers. The agro-climatic condition are immensely suitable for perennial fruit crops like mango, litchi, guava, limes; annual fruit crops like banana, pineapple and papaya; spices like ginger, turmeric and chilli, a variety of root and tuber crops and a whole range of vegetables. Of late floriculture is also showing excellent prospects. There is good demand for flowers in the industrial towns of Rourkela, Rajgangpur, Kansbahal, etc. As big cities like Kolkota, Mumbai, Jamshedpur etc.are well connected with the district, there is good scope for marketing. There is good potential for growing vegetable in the district. Nuagaon, Kuanrmunda, Bisra, Tangarpali, Sundargarh, Lefripara, Kutra, Bonei and Lahunupara blocks have potential for growing vegetables. The district thus enjoys a natural comparative advantage for horticulture with possibilities for growing a diversified basket of fruits, vegetables, spices, tubers and flowers; whose potential has not been fully exploited. The productivity particularly that of fruits if quite low (5.93) as compared to national average (10.7). The main reason is the prevalence of old and senile orchards with no or little maintenance, lack of improved planting materials of high yielding varieties / hybrids. Inadequate post harvest infrastructure and relative backwardness of the farmers and tribal people.  
STRENGTHS:
· The agro climatic zone is quite diverse and suitable for growing different types of fruits, vegetables, spices and flowers. 

· The high land and medium lands are abundantly available which can be diverted to horticultural crops.

· The district has got three ITDAs, one micro project – PBDA and ATMA.

· Well connected with big cities enhances the possibilities for export to other States.

WEAKNESSES:

· Lesser irrigation facility.

· Non availability of adequate quality planting materials.

· Inadequate extension functionaries and weak extension net work.

· Poor marketing linkage and poor market infrastructure.

· Poor post harvest management infrastructure.

· Poor economic condition of farmers.

OPPORTUNITIES:
· There is tremendous demand for fruits, vegetables, and flowers in the industrial areas of the district which other wise is being met by import from other states.

· There is scope for introduction and expansion of new crops and varieties.

· Tremendous scope for establishment of processing unit.

· Scope for enhancing the availability of fruits and vegetables to the people   

      for consumption.

THREATS:
· Uncertainty of weather condition – erratic rainfall.

· Uncertainty about market stability and farmers do not get remunerative price.

· Exploitation by middle man in the market chain.

· High incidence of pests and diseases.

· Non availability of labour force due to rapid industrialisation.

· Crop damage by stray cattle & pollution hazard of industries.

 INFRASTRUCTURE 
FARMS AND NURSERIES

There are six horticulture farms and nurseries at Sundargarh, Kendudihi, Kuliposh, Panposh, Talabahali and Lefripara. Besides, eight private nurseries have also been established and registered under Orissa Fruit Nurseries (Regulation) Act, 1997 and Orissa Fruit Nurseries (Regulation) Rule, 2001 and producing different quality planting materials to cater the need of the district. The details of the nurseries is given in Annexure – I. & II
Post Harvest Infrastructure

A government cold storage at Kuanrmunda is not in operation which  needs to be renovated. Besides one Dipak Ice & Cold storage in provate sector exist at Rourkela. There is one community canning centre  functioning at Panposh which is imparting training on fruit and vegetable preservation to the beneficiaries.

Horticultural programmes being implemented in the district:

01. National Horticulture Mission: In implementing the National Horticulture Mission’s programmes in the district during the 4th year, Govt.aim at an integrated development of all the Horticulture sectors. Area expansion of both non-perennial crops like banana, perennial crops like mango, cashew, citrus, litchi, floriculture, spices, roots & tuber crops & vegetables will form the core activities, development of nurseries to support the area expansion, creation of infrastructure , development of marketing & storage infrastructure, processing industries will also be aimed at for strengthening. The Annual Programme for 2011-12 is given in  the Annexure- III.

02. Rashtriya Krishivikash Yoyana:  To supplement the horticultural activities a new schemes RKVY is being implemented in the district from 2010. To popularize organic farming assistance for establishment of vermi compost units 
are given to the farmers. Other programes like vermi hatchery, cultivation of cucurbits on trellis system, farm mechanization etc are also under implementation. The proposal for 2011-12 is given in the Annex-IV.

03. Backyard Plantation under Mission Shakti Programme:  With an objective to supplement nutrition to the rural poor, there is a programme to supply one K.lime seedling, three papaya seedlings & one drumstick seedling to each SHG members through ICDS. 1511 units per block will be covered under the programme.
04. National Mission on Micro Irrigation: Although water is a renewable resource its availability in appropriate quality and quantity is under severe stress, due to increasing demand from various sectors. It has been recognized that, use of modern irrigation methods like Drip and Sprinkler irrigation is the only alternative for efficient use of surface as well as ground water resources. The aim of Micro Irrigation (MI) is to increase the area under Drip and Sprinkler irrigation. The target under the programme is given below. Subsidy is provide limited to 70% of the installation cost for a maximum area of 5 ha. per beneficiary. 10 ha under drip and 215 ha under sprinkler irrigation system has been achieved so far.

05. National Mission on Medicinal Plants : The programme for the year 2011-12 under NMMP is given in the Annexure -  V.
06. Plantation of Mango and Cashew under MGNREGS:
An area of 21.28 ha & 70.50 ha of Mango and Cashew plantation respectively has been taken up in the land of 47 beneficiaries in Bargaon,Kuarmunda, Bisra, Nuagaon, Lathikata, Bonei, Lahunipara and Gurundia blocks under MGNREGS during 20010-11 and the maintenance of the plantations is being taken up in the current year.
