c. Assistant District Veterinary Officers and Assistant District Dairy Officer :- They will assist the Chief District Veterinary Officer in the administration and monitoring process.

d. Veterinary Assistant Surgeons :- The artificial insemination treatment, periodically vaccination and animal extension activities as entrusted to them in their concerned Veterinary Dispensary area.
e. Veterinary Technicians and Livestock Inspectors :- A.I., treatment, vaccination, animal extension activities are entrusted to them in their concerned Livestock Aid centers area.
f. Head Clerk, Senior Clerk, Junior Clerk / Steno, Fiel chan Demonstrator, Statistical Enumerator :- They are allotted to the Chief District Veterinary Officer and Sub-Divisional Veterinary Officers to perform the Office work to assist the C.D.V.O and S.D.V.O.

g. Farm Managers :-  They manage the Department Dairy Farms, Poulirty Farms and Goat Farms.

h. Dairy Overseer, Poultry Overseer, Supervisor, Sub-Asst. Fodder Development Officer, Asst. Fodder Development Officer, Salesman :- They are attached to the Farms for the management of the Farm activities.
(iii) Decision taken at the Directorate Level :- Chanalised to the C.D.V.O., then to Farm Managers and S.D.V.O., then to V.A.S., then to L.I.

b. For supervision :-
(i) V.A.S. will supervise the V.DS. and L.A. Centers under his jurisdiction.

(ii) S.D.V.O. will supervise the V.DS. and L.A. Centers under his jurisdiction.

(iii) C.D.V.O. will supervise the S.D.V.O, V.DS. and L.A. Centres, Farms of the entire District.

(iv) For the discharge of its function :- The norms set by it for discharge of its function according to the Government of Orissa service Rules.

INFORMATION OF ANIMAL ACTIVITIES OF SUNDARGARH DISTRICT ,
DISTRICT PROFILE

Sundargarh District in the north western part of Orissa consisting of three sub-divisions and Seventeen Blocks.

The District is bounded by Ranchi District of Jharkhand in the NORTH AND BY Jharsuguda District and Anugul District in the south and south-east and Raigarh District of Chhatisgarh in the west. The District is characterized by extensive river valleys trees and isolated green peak with fabulous natural resources. It has a vast area inaccessible forests and impregnable mountain hills and ranges. Of there Sub-Divisions, Bonai has got vast inaccessible tracts of rain fed forests, ragged forests and hills inters potted with river and deep  and dangerous ravines. The climate of this district is characterized by hot dry summer followed by rainy season and then a cold severe winter. As the summer temperature shots up high as 47 degree Celsius and winter temperature fluctuates at around 4 degree Celsius.

All these institutions are under direct supervision of the concerned Sub-Divisional Veterinary Officer.
Besides the above, the following Veterinary Institutions are functioning in the District being managed by the Officer indicated against each under administrative control of the Chief District Veterinary Officer, Sundargarh.

The animal Husbandry and Veterinary institution available in the District is as follows ;-
1. 30 Veterinary dispensaries and 113 Livestock Aid Centre are in existence in the District to provide health coverage to nearly 24.8 lakhs livestock population.

2. 113 Frozen semen Artificial insemination centers and 58 Gomitra are in existence in render necessary facilities for genetic improvement of local cattle through Artificial Insemination with Frozen Semen Technology.

3. One Regional Poultry is in existence at Sundargarh since 1958 to Supply Layer birds and Vanaraj birds for breeding purpose and for egg and meat.

4. The Livestock Breeding & Dairy Farm, Sundargarh and Kuarmunda are in existence since 1978 and 1966 respectively.

5. One Intensive Poultry Development Project at Rourkela is in existence since 1964 to dissinate technical guidance and for necessary Poultry farming.

6. One Feed Mixing Centre at Sundargarh is in existence since 1964 to provide balanced premixed feed to cattle and poultry as well as supplying to different farms.
